Adjust per the Hiking Plan & Weather

Before the patrol leaves the campsite for the trail, a gear shakedown MUST occur with this list in hand to ensure that all items are packed. The Patrol Leader leads the shakedown and makes sure all the gear is properly distributed among the group.

___ 2 Trash Bags
___ Water purification (iodine or filtration)
___ Foil For Wind Screen & Pot Tops

Notes: 
Use your head – the above is not all inclusive for all situations
Avoid cotton for trail clothing or gear – it KILLS.
Put safety first – take enough gear to care for an injured crew member in adverse weather while help is summoned. 

Adjust the clothing to fit the worst anticipated weather for the season. 
If you have questions about why items are on the gear list, see a senior Scout with Hiking MB or the Hiking MA. 
Make smart trail decisions and know your crew’s limits.
